. “The tithe of the children of Israel” (Numbers 18:24)

. “...tithe of your increase” (Deuteronomy 26:12)

. “...brought in the tithe” (2 Chronicles 31:12)

. “Bring all the tithes into the storehouse...” (Malachi 3:10)
. Jesus reiterated the practice in Luke 18:12
