Six is the number of man. Man was created on the sixth day, and was given six days for
labor. The hours of the day have six stamped on them (4x6 = 24); so does the number of
months (2x6 =12); and so does the number of minutes (6x10 = 60). The Hebrew OT uses four
different names for “man”, and the Greek NT uses two, a total of six. There are six different
names for both the serpent and the lion in the OT; and, of course, both are symbols of Satan.
It seems, then, that the number “666” represents Antichrist as the highest man can get apart

from Christ. He is Satan’s “superman”, his false Christ. Seven is the number of perfection,
and this Satan cannot reach!
